e:Vision is the name of the web-based student record system used at York St John University, located at www.yorksj.ac.uk/evision. It provides staff and students—both current and former—with a way of accessing a wealth of personalised information held on the central student records database, in a clear and user-friendly manner. For example, students can view their module results and their exam timetables, and staff can print out enrolment lists or module diet information. And rather than being simply a read-only one-way system, we have developed, and are continuing to roll out, a range of interactive self-service processes, from online enrolment and module selection, to online mark entry and graduation ceremony bookings

e:Vision accounts

All enrolled students, staff and members of the Alumni Society are given an e:Vision account. Use your University username and password to log in. This list of pages is personalised to each user; different users of this system will see a different list. For example, students do not have access to the staff page, staff cannot see the alumni page (unless they are one, of course), and so on. Every user sees the homepage and the help page.
