York St John University policy on late submission of assessed work is as follows:

2
A week’s extension to the published deadline for the submission of a piece of assessed work may be granted to an individual student at the discretion of the Head of Programme. The arrangements for the extension (including new date and time) should be documented.

3
A mark not exceeding the minimum pass mark for the award for which the student is registered will be awarded if the work is received after that date and time.

4
A mark of ‘0’ (zero) will be awarded if the work is received after the Registrar’s Contingency Date as published in the schedule of Principal Dates. (Unless the extended date negotiated falls after the Registrar’s Contingency Date. In such a case Registry should be consulted.)

5
Where a student experiences difficulties in meeting an assessment deadline which cannot be accommodated within the normal scope of one week’s extension, the subject area acting through the Dean of Faculty or Chair of the assessment panel may authorise a deferred assessment and set revised submission dates in accordance with the procedure relating to Mitigating Circumstances and Assessment.
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
