The BA (Hons) Performance degree at York St John University is building distinctive and innovative learning environments for the next generation of theatre and performance graduates. Opportunities to develop a range of critical and creative skills in theatre and performance are available to students. The core modules serve to provide critical perspective and contextualize the discipline whilst allowing students to choose a route through which best meets their interests and learning styles. This means that under the watchful eyes and ears of a committed staff team, students are able to develop as multi-skilled creative theatre and performance practitioners. Students are encouraged to disseminate their work in the wider community.

The range of approaches to written work and documentation is commendable, with students encouraged to practice writing in a range of different registers. The standard of written work at the top end of the scale is extremely impressive. Research is seen as a practice and students are encouraged to engage in independent projects, which challenge and extend their capabilities. 

The multiple strands of this programme enable students to combine learning about existing performance histories and traditions whilst experimenting and developing their own practices. Students have shown their work in regional, national and international contexts and the programme is developing a reputation especially for its commitment to teaching live art and new performance.

The programme works well for those students who have developed the ability to work independently, collaboratively and recognise the available resources in the faculty and university.
