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The University publishes short comments from External Examiners on its internal ‘How are we doing?’ website. This website is accessible to staff and students of the University and contains the output of a range of evaluative activities in the University (about 250 words).



BA (Hons) Film and Television continues to be a lively and exciting programmes, that prepares individuals for a career in the creative media by giving them hands on production in terms of film-making in a variety of roles, embeds these skills in the history and theories of film and television and the wider culture, and also allows for professional experience with real word production companies. The programme is intelligently designed and fits together well, with a variety of underpinning theoretical modules, and modules reflecting the development of production projects as well as the actual productions themselves. The films and programmes produced are often of professional quality, the documentaries intelligent and thought-provoking and the dramas by turns moving, amusing and exciting. A very dedicated teaching team give the full benefit of their experience and knowledge, and are supplemented by current professional practitioners. It is so easy for students to be lost among the masses these days, but the staff have repeatedly demonstrated to me their knowledge of and concern for individual students and their progress, and this is very impressive indeed. I would recommend this degree to any student wishing to go into the film
