	Summary comments

	The course meets the relevant external benchmark criteria. It is a well structured programme and delivered in a suit of well equipped rooms. The facilities available to students on this programme are very good, certainly above the national norm. The course provides students with practical teaching skills as well as the tools to critically engage with the literature and research. The level of pastoral and tutorial support is good. The programme attracts a wide-range of students in terms of learning cultures and background – this has been well channelled to the benefit of all participants. The ability level of the 2006-2007 cohort was mixed and ranged from excellent to weak, but this is not uncommon on a programme of this type and the teaching team has responded well to this by providing relevant, appropriate support. There are no electives on this programme and this is its most significant limitation.
