The tutor team on the three-year BA(QTS) Education Programme are a dedicated and inspirational team.  It is evident that they care very deeply for their students’ personal, professional and academic development.  Feedback on university-based assignments and during placements is of a high quality.  It enables the best students to excel and all students to improve their academic attainment and professional practice.

Each module builds on from the last, with the national curriculum subjects being taught in the first two years of the programme.  The final year is dedicated to enhancing trainees’ pedagogical subject knowledge through a specialist strand devoted to a key aspect of education such as creativity and communication.  This final year allows trainees to hone their understanding of the link between theory and practice.
