	Criteria for Admission

Candidates for entry to the MA programme must normally posses one of the following:
1. Graduates with an honours degree usually at 2ii or above in a related subject or branch of Fine Arts or Visual Arts practice (particularly, but not exclusively, Digital Arts, Drawing, Environmental Art, Media, Painting, Performance Art, Photography, Sculpture, Time-Based Art, Video Arts) as Single or Joint Honours or potentially in a Major/Minor combination will normally register for the MA. 
OR
1. Applications are welcomed from those working in a professional arts environment or with extensive experience of arts practice. Academic tutors will consider such applications on an individual basis.  Students will utilise the Mature Entry.
Students not meeting the above criteria may be considered for registration on the Postgraduate Diploma, with progress to Masters level work reviewed on successful completion of programme requirements.

(for 2008, 2009 and 2010 entry)
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International students will need to demonstrate that they have equivalent experience /qualifications as home students (ie same entry criteria as above).  If their first language is not English they must show evidence of English Language competence at IELTS level 6.0 (in all areas of the test) or equivalent.

For all candidates there will be an interview and consideration of a portfolio of work. Arrangements for interview by telephone for overseas students are possible where appropriate although all candidates are encouraged to attend for interview in person wherever possible. 

Applications from candidates with disabilities are always considered and assessment of their abilities and needs are undertaken sensitively.  The safety of the potential student and our ability to fulfil his/her learning needs and experiences are important in the decision to offer a place on the programme. 

Decisions on Applications
Decisions on individual applicants will be made by the Head of Programme in consultation with subject specialists, the Admissions Officer and Head of International Office, as appropriate.
