Tariff offers 

The minimum requirement is usually two passes at A2 level (or equivalent) with three GCSEs at grade C including English Language.  The standard offer is in the region of 160 points on the UCAS tariff, including a minimum of two A2 levels or a 12 unit AVCE or a combination, plus Maths GCSE grade C or equivalent.

Applications from students wishing to join the programme by transferring from other institutes using APL will be considered. Provided there is a good match between their former programme and that at York St John and they have the required credit points they may be granted entry. The programme will also consider allowing Returners to Learning to use prior experiential learning (APEL) to substitute for occasional modules in the programme, provided that there is a good match between the learning outcomes from the module and their experience. All such requests will be treated individually and on their merit.
