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	Introduction

Joint Honours programmes give students the opportunity to combine two subjects from a range of areas in a structured way. The selected pairings are designed to complement one another and allow students to have a significant amount of choice and flexibility in relation to their learning experience. In addition, the Joint Honours pairings involve students engaging in a range of learning and teaching experiences and assessment opportunities.




	
	English Literature

The study of English Literature at York St John University is characterised by the provision of programmes of study that facilitate the rigorous and in-depth study of English and related literatures. The programmes seek to provide students with opportunities to acquire and develop the ability to evaluate critically and to analyse a range of literary and cultural forms (‘texts’) from across a variety of socio-historical and cultural contexts. We seek to ensure that all students graduate with knowledge of key phases in literary history and with an understanding of developments over time in the main genres of poetry, prose fiction and drama. We believe that graduates of English literature should develop high-level communication skills and the programmes include modules which foster the development of strong written and oral communication. In addition, students may undertake a work-based module that aims to enhance their employability on graduation.

The programme team will give specific advice and guidance to students in supporting them in making decisions about taking the creative writing pathway. This pathway is clearly outlined in the English Literature programme handbook.

Languages
The JH Languages degree is innovative, flexible, distinctive and entrepreneurial and takes account of the changing face of languages in England against the backdrop of an international marketplace. The decline in numbers of state schools offering languages, even at GCSE and the wide choice of other subjects for A/AS level study make it necessary to rethink the focus of undergraduate provision in languages.
This programme responds to a gap in current provision, offering 12 languages at different levels and based on the national Languages Ladder and Common European Framework, with students entering at an appropriate point on the ladder and demonstrating progress through their degree. The possibility of a study period abroad for part or all of Year 2 will increase linguistic competence and fluency and give these students an advantage in the global workplace. Most HEIs in our region tend to offer traditional languages degrees which include modules on e.g. history, literature and politics. This new YSJU proposal offers a more flexible and applied approach to language learning, emphasising communication, transferable skills and the opportunity to acquire competence in more than one language, as well as to build on prior linguistic experience. 
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	Special features of the programme.

English Literature

Some of the English Literature modules are enhanced by opportunities to meet writers both on campus and through projects which bring the best of contemporary writers to the heart of York. These enable our students to mix with students from other institutions and the many residents of York who have an interest in writing. It helps to see literature as a creative response to lived experience, not just the focus of academic study. Audiences often include writers from our own community. Guest speakers include writers studied on specific modules as well as those working in similar fields, thus extending the student understanding of the subject area.

There are opportunities to study abroad at a range of partner institutions in Europe and in North America. Further information about these is available from York St John International.

In year 2, students may take a work-focused module including a fifteen-day placement which is designed to enhance employability on graduation.
Languages
The programme responds to the need to enhance graduate employability. A University Certificate in Languages is awarded on successful completion the first two language modules, and the JH Languages builds on this, with the possibility of including up to two named languages on the degree certificate, provided (C1) Languages Ladder Proficiency standard has been achieved in the named language(s).
The YSJU Languages Programme reflects the University’s Widening Participation agenda, successfully providing flexible learning opportunities, including twilight and evening delivery and intensive weekend courses, and attracting undergraduates both as part of their degree and as extra-curricular modules, as well as members of staff and external associate students. It also responds to the university’s Internationalisation strategy, encouraging and facilitating study abroad with 14 different partner institutions. Incoming international students are able to take EFL modules to improve their fluency in English and socialise with JH Languages students.

JH Languages is supported by the Language Workshop, the Language Partner scheme, bringing together speakers and learners of English & foreign languages,  and the Languages Resource Centre , which houses a wide range of language learning support materials and information. Web-based support materials and multi-media packages further support independent study. Through connections with CILT, the National Centre for Languages and the HEFCE-funded Routes into Languages project, YSJU Languages Centre has created local, regional & national networks. These national links have also helped to inform developments in this field and enable collaboration for work placements.
The opportunity to study abroad in partner institutions across the world where the target languages are spoken is a distinctive feature of this programme. It is intended that   students will normally spend both semesters in a foreign institution, possibly in two different locations. The work placement module can be arranged either at home or abroad, thus further enhancing future career opportunities and contacts. 

It is anticipated that this programme may prove attractive to non-native speakers of English, including international students, who will thus have the opportunity to improve their competence in English alongside learning another foreign European language. 
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	Criteria for Admission
All candidates must have a minimum of two A2 Levels or equivalent and a grade C in GCSE English Language or a YSJ approved equivalent, plus two further GCSEs at grade C or above. 

Programme academic requirements must also be met by the achievement of appropriate grades in Level 3 qualifications and GCSE Level examinations. The 2011/12 tariff offer ranged from 200-240 points.

Candidates should normally have achieved a GCSE grade C or equivalent in a foreign language or Languages Ladder Intermediate grades in a language other than English.

For our British Sign Language programme, there is no foreign language GCSE (or AS Level) requirement.

The languages programme is only suitable for non-native speakers.

Languages

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	Level 1 Teaching and Learning and Assessment Strategies  
English Literature

Level 1 is designed to be foundational, and all of its modules are accordingly intended to bridge the gap between previous levels of study and university-level study. Modules in the first semester at this level also aim to introduce students to the lecture-seminar format which may be unfamiliar, and in the second semester to consolidate students’ experience of this format in preparation for Levels 2 and 3. Hence, in order to maximise student guidance and direction at the start of their university studies, Level 1 modules are designated ‘exceptions to the norm’ in terms of the University’s Learning and Teaching model, such that the majority of modules comprise
· 36 hours contact time (1 hour lecture per week, 2 hour seminar per week)

· 30 hours Supported Open Learning 

· 134 hours independent study and assessment

In year 1 some modules will comprise a mixture of formative assessment and summative assessment. This will apply to 1EN011 Reading Texts 1 in the first instance, and may be extended to other modules if this proves to be a successful strategy in terms of supporting and retaining students. Year 1 modules are mainly assessed through writing essays; in order to maximise students’ success in writing essays, the strategy is to give them as much practice as possible.
In addition we have included timed assignments of different kinds, partly in the attempt to eradicate plagiarism, but also to inculcate the discipline of writing to time in a focused manner.
Languages
The programme follows the rationale of the University’s learning and teaching model, which encourages and supports more independent learning and greater self-sufficiency by students as they progress through the degree programme.

Students are made familiar with electronic resources right from the start of the programme. The Languages module in Semester 1 which is compulsory for Joint Honour introduces the VLE and other software items alongside a wide range of other learning situations, including workshops and tutorial support. Particular effort is made to acquaint students with the range of different ways that learning may take place on their degree, as well as offering a range of learning, teaching & assessment styles. Assessment will include oral examination, a portfolio of independent work and compilation of evidence to show linguistic progression in the European Languages Portfolio (adult version) or BSL equivalent portfolio.     

Students are encouraged to use each other as a resource, as well as using the expertise of staff, developing peer support through the Language Partner scheme. Currently there is no choice of optional module, but there will be a wide choice of languages available in the compulsory module.

English Literature

2EN293 Working With Words employs a range of teaching and learning approaches to support the development of students' employability. The module uses workshops and tutorials to support students' personal and development planning (PDP). There is a strong emphasis placed on encouraging students to identify and develop the transferable skills they can offer in a work place context.
 

In relation to assessment the work provider does not summatively assess the students' work but they offer written feedback that evaluates the contribution made by the student.

Note: Where students spend Sem 1 abroad, if the foreign institution is unable to offer appropriate modules in  English Literature, they will do all their Languages work in that semester and will therefore need to do 3 modules from Subject English Literature in Semester 2 on their return.

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	Level 2 Teaching and Learning and Assessment Strategies  
English Literature

At Level 2 in order to develop students’ abilities as independent learners, English Literature modules typically comprise

· 24 hours contact time (either 1 hour lecture per week, 1 hour seminar per week; or 1hour lecture per fortnight, 1½ hour seminar per week)

· 12 hours Supported Open Learning

· 164 hours independent study and assessment

An exception at Level 2 is 2EN390 Creative Writing A in recognition of the fact that increased face-to-face contact with students is necessary to ensure thorough monitoring of, and detailed formative feedback on, drafts and work in progress.
Languages

The student’s Academic Development Skills of project management and career development are covered in the Languages Enquiry & Languages in the Workplace modules respectively.  

If Languages in the Workplace is taken as the compulsory JH work placement module, there may be some particular circumstances where an exemption is appropriate – for example, where a student is retired and no longer in need of careers orientation. In such circumstances, it may be possible for students to take an alternative module. This decision is at the discretion of the programme team, and, in particular, the Head of Programme.

Study at level 2 is characterised by more contexts where students determine the direction of their own work. This may be, for example, where tutors ask them to self-assess and then find ways of improving their own linguistic competence. It may be in deciding on the focus of their Languages Enquiry and setting up their own research direction with this material. The presentation of work is expected to be more professional; oral presentations more accomplished; independent work more searching.  

It is anticipated that students will normally spend at least one semester studying at a partner institution abroad, if not the whole year (which may be in two different locations).In most cases, the work placement may be completed during this period, but it may be completed in the UK during vacations. If suitable modules in the second subject area (X) are not available at the foreign institution, the student will complete all modules abroad in subject Y (Languages) in   semester one & return in the second semester to take 3 modules in subject X. The Head of Programmes will approve the programme of study abroad. For students focusing on progression in BSL, home study will be more appropriate in most cases, to include for example a work placement in a centre for the Deaf and hearing impaired. 

Students will continue to experience a wide range of teaching & learning styles and assessment strategies, dependent on their choice of destination abroad. For those unable to take this opportunity, modules will be assured by YSJU tutors, with students working autonomously, apart from Languages modules. Evidence of progression in language(s) will be shown in the European Languages Portfolio (adult version), which will also record related study abroad, work placements using languages etc.

English Literature

At Level 3 in order to consolidate students’ abilities as independent learners, English Literature modules typically comprise 

· 24 hours contact time (either 1 hour lecture per week, 1 hour seminar per week; or 1hour lecture per fortnight, 1½ hour seminar per week)

· 8 hours Supported Open Learning

· 168 hours independent study and assessment

An exception at level 3 is 3EN260, Creative Writing B in recognition of the fact that increased face-to-face contact with students is necessary to ensure thorough monitoring of, and detailed formative feedback on, drafts and work in progress.

Students taking the 40-credit Special Study (3EN996 or 3EN820) at Level 3 or those Joint Honours students who choose to undertake their Special Study in English Literature and opt to take the 40-credit module will be entitled to 8 hours supervision / advice. 
Languages
Skills and subject knowledge introduced at level 1 and enhanced at level 2 are consolidated at level 3. Students are expected to be maximally self-reliant and to learn how to use their tutors as one resource among many. In terms of language-learning, they are expected to be able to identify their own goals & progression pathway, to reflect on the language-learning process and transfer this knowledge to wider aspects of language use in a potentially global context. The Languages Enquiry & Languages in the Workplace modules in Level 2 form a base of knowledge that feed into their research project. The module Languages in the Workplace offers further career orientation that has a direct application to a number of working contexts.  

In line with University regulations, failure of the research project prevents students from achieving an Honours award, but they may be eligible for an Ordinary degree if they have the required number of credits.
