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Structure of the interview

If you have any further questions, email us interviews@
yorksj.ac.uk and we will be happy to help. We recommend
you use this opportunity to ask as many questions as
possible — leave no stone unturned!

The interview day itself will have two essential components
to it. All need to be completed on the day.

+ DBS and certificate check — This is hosted by the
Admissions department, and you will meet with
colleagues who will check the ID and any certificates
requested as outlined in your invitation.

* Interview with the academic

There will also be the opportunity to speak with the
Admissions Officer for the course as well as members of
our Student Recruitment team who will be able to assist
on matters concerning life in York, Accommodation and
Finance. You will also have the opportunity to goon a
campus tour of our facilities and suites.

Your interview will be:

+ Approximately 30 minutes long. Your interview will be
with one of our academics from the course. Please
can you arrive 15 minutes ahead of your interview slot.
The interview isn’t designed to catch you out. You've
already shown the qualities needed to succeed, use this
opportunity to demonstrate them in the interview.

* You will be asked questions regarding your knowledge
and understanding for the course. You will also be
given a scenario-based question. This is for you to
demonstrate your knowledge and skills in a semi-
practical situation.

Although a specific dress code is not required, smart
casual clothing is recommended. We would like to remind
you that this is a professional course, and such attitudes

and behaviours should always be reflected from applicants.

Scoring

The interview will be scored out of 10 marks. You will need
to score 9 or higher to be considered for a place on the
course. Scores between 5 to 8 will be offered a space on
the waiting list. Once all interviews have taken place will
we start assessing waitlist places and start to call students
forward. We cannot communicate this through UCAS and
will be issued through email. If we are unable to provide you
a place on BSc (Hons) Paramedic Science or you don’t wish
to wait, we will offer the opportunity to apply for a space on
BSc (Hons) Nursing (Adult) or BSc (Hons) Nursing (Mental
Health). Please note scores of 4 and below will be offered
the opportunity to apply for Nursing.

We encourage you to research the role through the NHS
website and look into HCPC who are the accrediting body
for the course.
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Post interview information

Depending on the outcome of your interview, your result
will be communicated to you by email. We hope to provide
you with an outcome within 2 working days after your
interview. If additional time is required, we will inform

all applicants of the delay and provide the outcome as
soon as possible. If you are unsuccessful, we will outline
information in our response, further information and
feedback can be obtained from the PASS team:

If you are successful, you will need to wait for all of your
university choices to respond to your application before
you can action these. If you applied before the January
deadline on 15 January, all your university choices must
have made a decision by Wednesday 13 May 2026.

If you firm choice ourselves, we will send you the relevant
information to start the DBS and Occupational Health
screenings in May. Please note the DBS and Occupational
Health screenings are mandatory, and we will only send
you to enrol once these are completed and we are able to
make the necessary provisions.
