The Turing Scheme is the UK government’s
programme to provide funding for
international opportunities in education and
training across the world. All projects listed
in this leaflet that take place between 1st
September 2024 and 31st August 2025 are
eligible for Turing funding.

Priority Group Funding

The Turing scheme prioritises the
following groups for funding:
